Adjusting input levels (Chs. 1 -4 only)

The following steps must be performed one channel at a time: 

1. Turn the TRIM, GAIN and AUX send knobs fully down 

(counterclockwise) 

2. Set the EQ knobs at the center detent 

3. Connect the signal source to the input 

4. Engage (push in) the SOLO switch 

5. Play something into the selected input. This could be an 

instrument, a singing or speaking voice, or a line input such as a 

CD player or tape recorder output. Be sure that the volume of the

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Other Nuggets of Wisdom  

 For optimum sonic performance, the channel GAIN knobs and the MAIN MIX knob 

or  FADER ǎƘƻǳƭŘ ōŜ ƴŜŀǊ ǘƘŜ ά¦έ (unity gain) markings 

 Always turn the MAIN MIX and CONTROL ROOM/SUBMIX level controls down 

before making any connections to and from your mixer 

 When shutting down the equipment, turn off the powered speakers first 

 When powering up, turn on the powered speakers last

 Of the 12 inputs there are only 4 XLR inputs and variety of ¼έ inputs

 Some can be used as a mono source and others as a stereo source

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Input Sensitivity  
 

 

 

 Controls the sensitivity of the signal that is patched into a given channel

 LOW CUT, when engaged , helps reduce low end rumble  

 Engage the Low Cut button on Vocal Mics

 AUX 1 ς Pre (Pre-Gain or Fader) The GAIN or FADER does not affect AUX 1 

Primarily drives the signal to a monitor 

 AUX 2 ς Post (Post Gain or Fader) The GAIN or FADER does affect AUX 2 

Primarily used to drive signal to a reverb or delay effects processor 

 The number of AUX sends on a mixer vary 

 Some MIXERS have AUX sends that are SWITCHABLE for Pre or Post 
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EQ ɀ Equalization  
 

 

 

 EQ is used for adjusting the tonal properties of an input 

 Proper adjust can eliminate or reduce feedback 

 EQ adjustment should end up with a natural sound that is appeasing to the ear 
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Gain or Fader 
 

 

 

 Both the GAIN or FADER control the volume of the input going to the output 

 MUTE ς Mutes the input of selected channel.  

 PAN ς Controls the balance of the input going to either LEFT or RIGHT output 

 SOLO ς Sends the input of selected channel to the headphone jack 
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Output ɀ Main Mix  
 

 

 

 MAIN MIX ς Controls the output to powered speakers or an amplifier 

 Above are examples of both a Rotary Pot and a Fader 

(One Turns, One Slides, but the function is the same) 

 AUX Master ς Controls the output to a monitor or effects processor
